Identify location of accessible parking stalls.  In facilities with multiple accessible building entrances such as the Totem Lake Mall accessible parking spaces shall be dispersed and located near the accessible entrances.  WSBC 1107.1.6

A two hour occupancy separation is required between the S3 and M occupancies.  Note both existing South and new West walls.  UBC 404.5.1

Verify existing South wall (except as noted above) complies as a one hour occupancy separation.  UBC 404.3.5

A second exit is required from the Sales room 100.  Exit must be separated by not less than 37’ (measured in a straight line) from door(s) #5.  UBC 1004.2.4

Collapsible security gate is not permissible at door 5.  UBC 1003.3.1.2

Doors 15, 16, & 17 must be 1-1/2 hour rated self-closing assemblies.  UBC 302.3, item #3

Provide reference listing for details 1, 5, 15 & 16.  Also note that the wall rating must be 2 hours (see comment #2).

Post address, minimum of 5” in height on a contrast with the background and clearly visible from the street.  KMC 21.08.115

Lighting allowance does not indicate wattage used.

A8.02
Seismic bracing must comply with UBC Standard 25-2 (47-18 no longer exists).
