Please respond in writing to the following items with three sets of revised, “clouded” drawings as appropriate.

1. The Energy Code calculations were not provided as checked off on the application and are required in order to complete the  review. Please complete the lighting summary and submit with the revised plans.
2. Conformance to ANSI section 803 must be included in the design features. Please review sections 803.2; 304; 305.3 and 903 for specific minimum standards.

3. The access door to the proposed new restroom does not meet the prescriptive requirements of ANSI section 305. Please redesign accordingly.

4. The booth dimensions were not provided and as depicted on the plan do not appear to be capable of meeting the minimum accessibility standards. Please provide documentation or cut sheets on the booths showing that they meet at least the minimum standards.
5. The mechanical room must meet the accessibility standards of access through the door and the washer and dryer must meet sections 611 and 305.

6. The washer, water closet, lavatory, and utility sink cannot reach the building drain and sewer by gravity, Please show where the grinder and pump will be located within the space.

7. The existing ceiling grid will be required to be brought up to current seismic standards please show how the soffitt will be braced against displacement by a seismic occurrence.
8. On page A3.0 there is a note that the mechanical, plumbing and electrical systems will require a separate permit, the fire detection and suppression systems should also be added to this list. 

9. Please note where the dryer and restroom exhaust will be terminated to the exterior.
