BUILDING DEPARTMENT COMMENTS:
1. The energy code application was incomplete the proposed glazing was not part of the submittal, please submit areas of glazing and proposed u values.

2. Neither the survey nor architectural plans show where the building drain connects to the building sewer. Please note the location and the depth of the drain line.
RESPONSE:

3. The proposed plans do not show the required thermal break; see 2009 WSEC section 1311.5 for installation requirement. Note that the insulation will be required where the additional square footage is added.

4. Fire blocking is not addressed in the plans, Please revise the plan to indicate fire blocking where it is required. See 2009 IBC section 717 for required locations and material that can be used for blocking.

5. Please note proposed locations of required draft stops, See IBC 717.4 for approved materials and locations of draft stops. Note that the draft stops will need to be installed behind the parapet walls also at the required intervals.

6. The roof top mechanical will need to be screened; the structural engineer will need to design screening that will resist the wind load. The requirement for screening comes from the Planning Department so it is advisable to clarify what the specific requirement is and if there are alternatives available.

7. The parapet and angled enclosed area behind the parapet as depicted on sheet A-7 does not have venting of the space shown, please note the location of required venting on plan.

8. The architectural plan requirements for the roof framing are substantially smaller than what the Engineer is requiring; the architectural plan notes 2x4 please revise the architectural plans to make them consistent with the structural plans and calculations.

9. I am preparing a one time fire sprinkler exception that will need to be signed by the building owner; I will forward you a copy so that it can be signed and notarized then recorded on the title.

FIRE DEPARTMENT COMMENTS:

1. The Fire Department will need to review and approve a separate permit for the new fire alarm that is required in the structure. 

PLANNING DEPARTMENT COMMENTS:

1. As a heads up, future rooftop mechanical units will need to be screened per KZC115.120.3.b.  Also, all rooftop appurtenances and screening may not exceed 10% of the total area of the building footprint.

2. Also, future signs are subject to the Totem Lake Mall Master Sign Plan.  Please contact the Planning Department for additional information.  

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT COMMENTS:

1. Need letter of water and sewer availability from Northshore Utility District, 425.398.4400.

2. Traffic Impact Fees have been assessed for this project for the new 1492 SF addition.  The impact fee rate is $4.48 per SF.  The total fee assessed is $6,684.16 and is payable at time of permit issuance.
