1. All public improvements associated with this project including street and utility improvements, must meet the City of Kirkland Public Works Pre-Approved Plans and Policies Manual.  A Public Works Pre-Approved Plans and Policies manual can be purchased from the Public Works Department, or it may be retrieved from the Public Works Department's page at the City of Kirkland's web site at www.ci.kirkland.wa.us.

1. This project will be subject to Public Works Permit and Connection Fees.  At the pre-application stage, the fees can only be estimated.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to contact the Public Works Department by phone or in person to determine the fees.  The fees can also be review the City of Kirkland web site at www.ci.kirkland.wa.us.  The applicant should anticipate the following fees:
1. Review and Inspection Fee (for utilities and on site improvements).
1. Traffic Impact Fee (paid with the issuance of Building Permit). For additional information, see notes below.  

1. 1. All street improvements and underground utility improvements (storm, sewer, and water) must be designed by a Washington State Licensed Engineer; all drawings shall bear the engineers stamp.

1. All plans submitted in conjunction with a building, grading or right-of-way permit must have elevations which are based on the King County datum only (NAVD 88).

1. A completeness check meeting is required prior to submittal of any Building Permit applications.

0. Small project drainage reviews are divided into two types, Type I and Type II, primarily based on the amount of impervious surface area.  Typical Type I projects create between 500 and 1,999ft2 impervious surface area. 1. Provide an erosion control report and plan with Building or Land Surface Modification Permit application.  The plan shall be in accordance with the 2009 King County Surface Water Design Manual.

1. Construction drainage control shall be maintained by the developer and will be subject to periodic inspections.  During the period from May 1 and September 30, all denuded soils must be covered within 7 days; between October 1 and April 30, all denuded soils must be covered within 12 hours.  Additional erosion control measures may be required based on site and weather conditions.  Exposed soils shall be stabilized at the end of the workday prior to a weekend, holiday, or predicted rain event.

1. All roof drainage must be tight-lined to the storm drainage system or utilize low impact development techniques.
