Mechanical Design Review  

Dear Mr. Mcbride:

This letter is a supplemental comment letter to the correction letter I had sent you on July 11, 2002 regarding the above mentioned project.  The permit submitted did not include the mechanical permit as is noted on your plans and the mechanical drawings included with the building permit drawings were used for reference only.  This letter is not a correction letter to the mechanical design since no such permit exists and need not be used as such but, the mechanical designer should be advised to evaluate his or her design for general compliance with this letter.  I have reviewed the drawings for  general conformance with the 1997 editions of the Uniform Building and Uniform Mechanical Codes as adopted and amended by the State of Washington and the City of Kirkland.  In addition, I have also reviewed for conformance with the Washington State Energy Code (WAC 51-11) 

1. Designer must complete and include the 2001 Mechanical Summary forms to clarify the requirements of Chapter 14 of WSEC.  Also, general notes must be upgraded to cover these requirements.

2. Please coordinate R values that are to be used in exterior envelope insulations with architectural plans.

3. Please verify that design is in compliance with Sections 311.8 of UBC and 303.1.3 of UMC.

4. Protected openings are required at shaft enclosures per Section 711.4 of UBC.  Vent shafts at garage levels do not show protected openings, see Sections 713.10 and 713.11 for smoke and fire dampers.

5. Design calculation for the garage exhaust system and operation sequence must be provided.  See Section 1202.2.7, UBC.

6. Design intent needs to be clarified for the use of the diesel fuel line in the parking garage area.  Please note, as a rule, parking garages are designed exclusively for the parking and storage of private or pleasure type motor vehicles and do not allow fuel dispensing.  See Section 311 of UBC.

7. Please coordinate the mechanical lay out plans with the architectural floor plan at first level.  The mechanical lay out is shifted and does not match floor plan.

8. Clarify the transfer grills at bathroom (G-5) and the 12x12 opening above ceiling.  Please note, per Sections 404.1 # 8 and 601.1.1, return air may not be taken from corridors and corridors may not be used as air plenums.  Coordinate with architects about future corridor requirements.

9. Design must be revised to remove any penetration into or through the exit passageways.  See Section 1005.3.4.4 of UBC, for allowed penetrations.

10. All mechanical equipment must be provided with design to satisfy the requirements of UBC for support and restraints per Section 308.1 of UMC.  Provide calculation for structural design of the gravity and lateral loads imposed on the structure by mechanical equipment.  Calculations and connection details must be provided.
