Please respond in writing to the following items with three sets of revised, “clouded” drawings as appropriate.

Sheet a1.01
The gates shown at the private dining area and the pair of double swing doors to the kitchen do not appear to comply with the 3’ minimum width requirement of Sec. 1003.3.1.3 UBC or the requirements of Sec. 1106.10 WSBC.  Please clarify.
Provide an energy trade-off analysis (UA calculation) to show that the new roll-up glass door does not reduce the energy efficiency of the existing window and spandrel glass system of the building envelope per Sec. 101.3.2.4 WSEC.  

The 9’-0” high curved wall behind the hostess counter does not appear to be braced at the top.  Please provide details showing how this wall will resist lateral forces. 
Please provide a seating lay-out and include any outdoor seating to be part of this permit.
Sheet a5.01

The customer service counter at the hostess area does not appear to comply with Sec. 1106.24.2.  Please clarify.
Provide specification for the “cap sheet” to be applied over the existing insulation to verify compliance with the flame-spread rating and smoke density requirements in Sec. 707.2 UBC.

The new walls are to be fastened to the bottom of the existing trusses.  Please verify that these trusses can withstand this additional lateral force on their bottom chords or provide diagonal bracing to the top chords of the adjacent trusses.

The customer service counter at the take-out area does not appear to comply with Sec. 1106.24.2
