All newly installed plants shall conform to
American Association of Nurserymen
(ASNS) grades and standards as published
in the "American Standard for Nursery
Stock" manual. All plants to be full and
healthy.

Soil preparation shall include mowing and
smothering existing invasive weeds with
wood chips or hog fuel over two layers
cardboard. All Sod to be removed, soil
rototilled, paying close attention to drip lines
of existing trees. Hand weed around tree
driplines.

L.A. to flag plants to be preserved prior to
construction.

Adjust all planting to existing conditions.

Leave 6" of unplanted, unmulched ground
around building.
